Only wrestlers who trash talk may challenge for the Commissioner titles.  
 

Once the U.N. Champion is crowned, the wrestler with the highest 3 cycle average will 

challenge for the title in a 3 match series.  The wrestler with the most points at 

the end of the series will be the U.N. Champion and a new #1 contender will begin 

their challenge the next cycle. 
 

The Can-Am and International champions will also defend their titles in a 3 cycle 

series against the 5
th
 ranked wrestler in their respective division (not including the 

U.N. Champion).  The wrestler with the most points at the end of the series will be 

the Can-Am/International champion and face the next challenger the following cycle. 
 

If there is a tie in a series’ overall score, the champion will retain the title.  If 

there is a tie in deciding the #1 contender, the wrestler with the higher strategy in 

the latest cycle will challenge for the championship.  The same wrestler cannot 

challenge for the title in two straight series.

     A new Global Tournament will start every cycle.  The participants will be announced and the first 

round will take place the following cycle.  The number of wrestlers in each tournament will depend on 

the number of active wrestlers.  There will always be at least 8 wrestlers, and the number increases 

every four managers. So 12-15 managers = 12 wrestlers, 16-19 managers = 16 wrestlers, etc. 

     Wrestlers cannot be in consecutive tournaments.  The best strategy totals from the remaining active 

wrestlers will be in the next Global tournament.  When necessary, the tie-breakers will be battle royal 

finish, then longest time since last entry, followed by the highest place on the title page, and finally the 

highest rank. 

     As mentioned in the UNL Prizes, the winner of each tournament will earn 5 free UNL matches.

 The first U.N. Champion will be crowned at RUMBLE IN THE JUNGLE , the second UNL pay-per-view.  There are two 

round robin brackets, one consisting of national wrestlers and the other featuring international wrestlers.  The participants 

include the wrestlers of managers who were active in the August cycle. The strategy-ÂÁÓÅÄ ȰÍÁÔÃÈÅÓȱ ×ÉÌÌ ÂÅÇÉÎ this cycle.

 In each round robin, the wrestlers are numbered from 1-15.  Within each square is the cycle in which the two 

strategies of those wrestlers will be compared.  For example, wrestlers numbered 7 and 11 will meet in cycle #5, as

 The top two wrestlers in each bracket will advance to the semi-finals which will take place at WORLD WARFARE .  

If there is a tie for who will advance to the semi-finals, the results of their  match will  decide who advances to the pay-per-

view.  If  their match was a draw, the wrestler who won the most matches by the closest margin will advance. 

 The third and fourth place finishers will vie for the Can-Am and International titles for their respective division.  If

 Essential for wrestlers who want to enter and later challenge for the tag titles: National 

wrestlers can only team with other National wrestlers and International wrestlers can only 

team with other International wrestlers.  So while managers may enter both of their wrestlers, 

they will not be able to be on the same team!  Managers are encouraged to form partnerships 

with one another but wrestlers can also be randomly placed with a partner for the contest if 

needed.  Let me know (via trash talk, email, etc.) if you are choosing your partner. 

 The cost is $1 for each wrestler entered and must be submitted by cycle #6.  The teams 

will be announced in cycle #7 and the first round will take place in cycle #9.  This contest will
