LWL Trash Talk Recap
The Lone Wolf League is heating up post-
Meltdown, with tensions flaring and rivalries
deepening. Elijah Thorne continues to stir
trouble, dismissing Justin Vickers’ rise as a
flash in the pan and preparing to face Flathead
Rob while also eyeing a return to tag team
glory with Eli Richter. Eli, meanwhile, has
Danny Doyle in his sights, criticizing Doyle’s
attitude and warning of a post-Meltdown
reckoning. Tommy Zulu cut a scathing promo
targeting Thorne, Flathead Rob, and new
champ Ando Snaggletooth—issuing challenges
and making it clear he’s not done proving his
dominance.

Buff interrupted a Squatch Muldoon interview
in classic outrageous fashion, denying steroid
accusations from Eli and proclaiming himself
“100% pure man.” Over in the PWI circles, RDL
Champ Cody Beau announced his intentions to
take down Muskrat Joe in the Universal
Tournament, offering respect but no mercy.

Amidst the chaos, it was “Mad Dog” Tommy Zulu who emerged victorious, using his
vicious tenacity and ruthless instincts to outlast the rest. Zulu stood tall over a
battlefield of broken bodies, solidifying his reputation as one of the most dangerous
forces in the LWL and walking away $10,000 richer.

In a brutal and fast-paced three-way showdown for the Imperial Tag Team
Championship, “The Outcast” Ando Snaggletooth and Big Rye overcame
overwhelming odds to capture the gold. Facing off against the veteran duo of Stan
“The Mullet” Malitowski and Happy Anderson as well as the explosive pairing of
Firebrand Elijah Thorne and “The Menace” Eli Richter, Snaggletooth and Rye fought
with reckless abandon. Their unorthodox teamwork and raw power carried them to
victory, earning them their first reign as tag team champions.

The main event saw Muskrat Joe put his Imperial Heavyweight Championship on the
line against the red-hot challenger, “The Outcast” Ando Snaggletooth. In a grueling
contest that pushed both men to their limits, Snaggletooth capitalized on Joe’s
injuries from earlier brawls and ultimately sealed the victory with a devastating
finisher. With the three-count, Ando Snaggletooth claimed the top prize in the LWL,
cementing his dominance by walking out of Meltdown as a double champion.

With the dust barely settled, attention now turns to the next PPV: Devil’s Night.
There, “The Outcast” Ando Snaggletooth will be forced to defend his newly won
Imperial Heavyweight Championship against the fiery Justin Vickers, who has been
demanding a title opportunity. The path ahead won’t be easy for Snaggletooth, as he
faces the threat of Vickers’ speed and fury while juggling tag team responsibilities.

Folks, this is it!  This is the cycle in which the PWI Money in the Bank PPV results
are based on (results will be published in next cycle’s report).  The brackets are
set and we have superstars from the XPL, ASL, RDL, and LWL competing in four
different contests, each with their own level of prestige invovled.

We have 8 superstars competing to be crowned the first-ever PWI Universal
Champion.  We also have 8 tag teams competing to be crowned the first-ever
PWI Universal Tag Team Champions.  Before either of those tournaments are
completed, however, we also have what will become the first-annual PWI Money
in the Bank Ladder Match where 8 superstars will compete in a single match.
The winner will be the first wrestler to successfully pull-down the briefcase
suspended above the ring.  That briefcase contains a wad of cash and a 12-
month contract that allows that wrestler to cash-in a title shot against ANY PWI
Champion at any time they choose.  Please review the rules for cashing-in,
which can be found in the match section of the PPV preview.

Now, once the PWI Universal and PWI Universal Tag Team Titles are established,
they will be defended every 2-cycles on a rotating basis throughout the PWI
leagues.  The schedule for those title defenses is found in this report as well.

One thing to note for all future PWI Universal and PWI Universal Tag Team title
matches is that there is a trash talk bonus available to wrestlers involved those
matches.  Anytime a wrestler (the champion or challenger) submits a trash talk
segment IN THE LEAGUE WHERE THE TITLE IS BEING DEFENDED specifically
promoting the title match, they will have 3 bonus points added to their strategy
total for that match.

For example, let’s say that Nick Dane (ASL) wins the Universal Title Tournament.
His first title defense would be Cycle #12 in the RDL against a contender that
the RDL Commish designates.  If Nick Dane submits a title defense promo to the
RDL that cycle, he will have 3 points added to his strategy total.  If the RDL
contender submits a trash talk segment in the RDL that cycle that acknowledges
his title match, then he would also have 3 bonus points added to his total.  This
rule is designed as a benefit to the leagues when they host the PWI Title
Matches and also to increase the likelihood that our champions are consistently
trash talking.

“Listen up, LWL, because the man you love to hate has decided to grace you with his
presence and I’ve got a few things to say.  And, I wanna start by acknowledging that by my
count it’s two up and two down.  One more and they call that striking out the side.  First it
was Galim Tursambayov - he struck out looking.  Then, Jon Doe stepped up to the plate
only to discover that no matter how hard he tried to make it a pun, he was in fact ‘the
Jobber of the Week.’  He went down swinging, but he went down nonetheless.  And, so that
begs the question, Sara Thomas...”

[CAMERA OPENS in a quiet backstage hallway 

of the Lone Wolf League Arena. A vending 

machine hums in the background. John Doe 

stands near a concrete wall, holding a cell phone to 

his ear. He’s wearing a zip-up hoodie with his 

“JOHN DOE” name tag stitched on, but he looks 

more alert—more present—than ever before.] 

John Doe: (pacing slightly, listening) “Yeah? 

That’s good news.” 

[He nods slowly, a hint of a grin breaking 

through.] 

John Doe: “You’ve got a lead on who I am? 

Finally. It’s about time somebody started putting 

the puzzle together.” 

[He leans against the wall, tone light but focused.] 

John Doe: “I always figured there had to be 

something before this. Something big. The way my 

body moves in that ring, the instincts I shouldn’t have? That doesn’t just come from watching 

tapes in my mom’s basement.” 

[He chuckles to himself.] 

John Doe: “Some nights I lie awake wondering if my name’s even John Doe. Honestly, with the 

way things are adding up, maybe it’s not.

Ando Snaggletooth is on one knee in the center of the ring, 

blood smeared down his chest, the Imperial Heavyweight Title clutched to his 

chest like a relic torn from the earth itself and the Imperial Tag Title over his 

shoulder.] 

[The ring announcer raises a mic to his lips:] 

Announcer: 

 “Ladies and gentlemen… your winner… and NEWWWW Imperial Heavyweight 

Champion… ‘The Outcast’ Ando… Snaaaaaggletooth!” 

[The crowd explodes. Ando stands, snatches a mic from ringside, and stares 

into the camera like it’s an enemy he hasn’t finished off yet.] 

Ando Snaggletooth (breathing heavily): 

No one thought this night would end like this…no one thought i would survive, 

but here I Am….. You hear that? 

That ain’t celebration. 

 That’s the sound of the system cracking.

 You held this belt with pride.

 The man they said would never headline a damn thing— 

 Just rewrote the ending. 

[He walks to the ropes, looking out at the sea of fans. His voice grows quieter—

Justin Vickers.. Tommy Zulu… Cornbread… Eli and Thorne… 

 You better start sleeping light. 

Because the Outcast ain’t done. 

I didn’t climb this high to wave from the top. 

 I climbed this high to kick every last one of you off the edge. 

This is my era now. 

 This is my reign. 

THis is my Terror! 

And it’s gonna be violent. 

[Ando drops the mic. The belt raised high. “God’s Gonna Cut You Down” by 

Johnny Cash starts to play then The shot freezes mid-frame in a blaze of red-

and-gold pyro as "Devil's Night" fades to black.] 



 

[Grimy locker room hallway, post-Match. Concrete walls, flickering overhead lights. Both 

men are bloodied and bruised, belts over their shoulders.] 

[Big Rye is pacing, half-laughing, fired up and exhausted. Ando leans against a steel door, 

dripping sweat, ice bag in one hand, Tag Title on his shoulder.] 

Big Rye: 

 You see that out there?! 

 We just ran through Happy & The Mullet like a damn freight train… 

 Then we stomped out those wannabes, Thorne and Richter, Like they were a burning 

piece of paper on the sidewalk!

[Big Rye steps in again, more serious now.]
